GR9 (109)
The primary carrier of fire in GR9 is dense, tall, humid-climate grass. Load and depth are greater than GR8, about 6 feet tall. Spread rate and flame length can be extreme if grass is fully or mostly cured. GR9 has the humid type moisture of extinction and is a dynamic model.

In the current LANDFIRE data GR9 is not used as a fuel model in forested areas.   In the linked charts the midflame wind associated with 15 -30% cover are used to determine the flame length and the CBH which would initiate crown fire activity if this model was to be used in a forested setting. ..\GR9_FL_can.docx
