GS1 (121)
The primary carrier of the fire is grass and shrub combined. Shrubs are about 1 foot high, grass load is low. This model has the dry climate moisture of ignition and is a dynamic model.    
GS1 is often used to depict areas of open low shrubs with somewhat sparsely arranged grass clumps in between. It is often used to depict sites that are returning growth from disturbances such as wildland fire once shrubs start to return to the area. GS1 is often used to describe dry sites with environments that will not support lush growth. It has a similar rate of spread to GR1 but has a higher wind limit.
