GS2 (102)
The primary carrier of the fire is grass and shrub combined. Shrubs are about 1 to 3 feet high, grass load is moderate. This model has the dry climate moisture of ignition and is a dynamic model.
GS2 is often used to depict continuous shrub and grass fuels in rangelands and under open tree stands.
