GS3 (123)
The primary carrier of fire in GS3 is grass and shrubs combined.  It contains a moderate grass/shrub load, average grass/shrub depth less than 2 feet. This model has a humid type moisture of extinction and is a dynamic model.
GS3 is sometimes used to depict continuous shrub and grass fuels in the more humid climate of the eastern US and is found under open tree stands.
