SH1 (141)
The primary carrier of fire in SH1 is woody shrubs and shrub litter. Low shrub fuel load, fuelbed depth about 1 foot; some grass may be present.  This model uses a dry climate moisture of extinction and is a dynamic model.
SH1 is generally used in rangeland situations with short brush with some herbaceous load.    

Fuel Model statistics are as follows:
