SH2 (142)
The primary carrier of fire in SH2 is woody shrubs and shrub litter. This model has a moderate fuel load (higher than SH1), depth about 1 foot, with no grass fuel present.  SH2 uses the dry climate moisture of extinction and because there is no herbaceous load it is not a dynamic model.      
SH2 has been used to model low sage areas of the rangeland in the western US were herbaceous fuels are sparse or not present.
