SH3 (143)
The primary carrier of fire in SH3 is woody shrubs and shrub litter. This model has a moderate shrub load, possibly with pine overstory or herbaceous fuel, fuel bed depth 2 to 3 feet. SH3 uses a humid type moisture of extinction and is not dynamic.   
SH3 is used as an understory fuel model in the Eastern US. It is occasional used in the dryer climate conditions in the mid-west and western US mainly in riparian areas.
