SH8 (148)
The primary carrier of fire in SH8 is woody shrubs and shrub litter. SH8 is comprised of dense shrubs, little or no herbaceous fuel, with a fuelbed depth of about 3 feet. This model has a humid type moisture of extinction and is not dynamic.     
SH8 has been used to depict swap fuels in the eastern and southeastern US. It has also been used as a fuel model to describe fire behavior in the Pitch Pine Barrens.
