[bookmark: _GoBack]The primary carrier of fire in SH9 is woody shrubs and shrub litter. This model has dense, finely branched shrubs with significant fine dead fuel, about 4 to 6 feet tall; some herbaceous fuel may be present. SH9 has a humid type moisture of extinction and is dynamic.   
SH9 was mainly used in the eastern US and depicted Introduced Upland Treed Vegetation, some Pitch Pine models, and Peat Pocosin and Canebrake.   

Fuel Model statistics are as follows:
