TL3 (183)

The primary carrier of fire in TL3 is moderate load conifer litter, light load of coarse fuels. This model has a moderate moisture of extinction and is not dynamic.
TL3 is used frequently to describe slow moving fire in natural stand, conifers in the west and usually hardwood in the eastern US. It is also used for the Pinon Juniper stands in the west that are open with little to no surface fuel in between the trees. In this situation a very low CBH is used so that torching and spotting can occur. TL3 is also used in transitions to a lower rate of spread after disturbance from other faster spreading TL and TU models.
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A series of graphs will look at TL3 rate of spread under average and more severe conditions with no cover, an open stand, and closed stand. ..\XTL3_ROS_link.docx  

TL3 is used as a fuel model mainly in the forested setting. This link will provide information on the canopy base height required for passive crown fire in average and dry fuel moisture conditions at windspeeds for open (15 – 30%), moderately closed (30- 50%), and closed canopy(>50%) situations.
