TL4 (184)
The primary carrier of fire in TL4 is moderate load of fine litter and coarse fuels. TL4 Includes small diameter downed logs. This model has a humid type moisture of extinction and is not dynamic.   
TL4 is sometimes used mainly in a few mixed conifer stands in the western US. In its most common use it depicts decadent closed stands with dead and down logs and compressed litter which exhibits slow rates of spread in the average condition. It is sometimes used as transition fuel model in disturbances, usually fire after several years.

This link will provide information on the canopy base height required for passive crown fire in average and dry fuel moisture conditions at windspeeds for open (15 – 30%), moderately closed (30- 50%), and closed canopy(>50%) situations.
