TL6 (186)
The primary carrier of fire in TL6 is moderate load broadleaf litter, less compact than TL2. TL6 has a humid type moisture of extinction and is not dynamic. 
TL6 is sometimes used to describe the hardwood forest especially in the southeast and western US within the current LF data. It was often used by fire specialist to depict areas that they had identified as FM9 from the FBFM13 system. This model is sometimes used as a transition model from TL9 and TL8 in low severity disturbance areas after several years.

TL6 is used as a fuel model mainly in the forested setting. This link will provide information on the canopy base height required for passive crown fire in average and dry fuel moisture conditions at windspeeds for open (15 – 30%), moderately closed (30- 50%), and closed canopy(>50%) situations. The resultant rate of spread for canopy fire is also displayed. For many dominant hardwood stands CBH is artificially high and CBD is artificially low to prevent crown fire activity. ..\XTL6_FL_can.docx
