SB4 (204)
[bookmark: _GoBack]The primary carrier of fire in SB4 is heavy blowdown fuel. In SB4 the blowdown is severe to total, the fuelbed is not compacted, and most foliage and fine fuel are still attached to blowdown. SB4 has a humid type moisture of extinction and is not dynamic. 
SB4 is currently used, only sparingly, in high severity blow-down. It can be used to describe the surface fuel below some standing trees.


Fuel Model statistics are as follows:

SB4 is used as a fuel model mainly in the forested setting, but often with very few residual trees standing. This link will provide information on the canopy base height required for passive crown fire in average and dry fuel moisture conditions at windspeeds for open (15 – 30%), moderately closed (30- 50%), and very low canopy(10 -15%) situations.
